Sermon:  Right for the right reasons (Show your work)

A man, named Jack, was walking along a steep cliff one day, when he accidentally got too close to the edge and fell. As he fell he grabbed a branch, which temporarily stopped his fall. He looked down and to his horror saw that the canyon fell straight down for more than a thousand feet. 
       
      He couldn't hang onto the branch forever, and there was no way for him to climb up the steep wall of the cliff. So Jack began yelling for help, hoping that someone passing by would hear him and lower a rope or something. 
       
      HELP! HELP! Is anyone up there? "HELP!" 
       
      He yelled for a long time, but no one heard him. He was about to give up when he heard a voice. Jack, Jack. Can you hear me?" 
       
      "Yes, yes! I can hear you. I'm down here!" 
       
      "I can see you, Jack. Are you all right?" 
       
      "Yes, but who are you, and where are you? 
       
      "I am the Lord, Jack. I'm everywhere." 
       
      "The Lord? You mean, GOD?" 
       
      "That's Me." 
       
      "God, please help me! I promise if, you'll get me down from here, I'll stop sinning. I'll be a really good person. I'll serve You for the rest of my life." 
       
      "I will hear all your promises, Jack. Let's get you off from there; then we can talk." 
       
      "Now, here's what I want you to do. Listen carefully." 
       
      "I'll do anything, Lord. Just tell me what to do." 
       
      "Okay. Let go of the branch.""What?" "I said, let go of the branch. Just trust Me. Let go." 
       
      There was a long silence. 
       
      Finally Jack yelled, "HELP! HELP! IS ANYONE ELSE UP THERE?"

I want us to begin by looking at our bulletins to the mission moment. I don’t often draw your attention to these news bulletins, trusting to your interest, but as congregations still committed to participating in Presbyterians Sharing we need to stay aware what our contribution is doing. The work and mission that are shown their week by week are a chance for you to celebrate the good that you do. We are a part of supplying people with food, responding in emergencies, teaching children to read and write, teaching parents how to grow and feed their families healthy food, working with inner-city missions, helping struggling rural charges like ours throughout the country.


Today’s Mission Moment is a story about leprosy, because in some places not a lot has changed in the three millennia; since the days that Naaman sought through the country of the Israelites for the prophetic healer, Elisha. 


Leprosy is curable. By some known as Hansen’s disease, with a simply repeat dosage of a multi-spectrum antibacterial drug that isolates and helps the body eliminate the bacteria that cause the leprous condition. Leprosy is spread by infected respiratory water droplets (coughing, spitting, sneezing), and thought it is associated with poverty it can arise in anyone under the right conditions. It is so easily treatable and curable, there is no reason today why anyone needs to suffer from it. 


But their were no drug cocktails in Elisha’s time. In those days, if you were not simply expelled from society because of your leprosy, a complicated ritual described in Leviticus 14 might reinstate you if by cleanliness and the available ointment treatments of that time you were able to halt or slow the progression of the disease. For Naaman this was not the case, as it was for many, but Elisha offered a cure.


It however is not the right cure for Naaman. That’s the difficulty; the moment of angst in the scripture where the road to the sought outcome goes right down the unreasonable rabbit hole. How do you get clean? Wash in a dirty river of course!


Naaman wants to be made right again, and he wants it done in the right way; with ritual, with ceremony, with clean water, with the prophet present in front of him delivering the service of healing that he was going to pay for.


It is a mater of believing something, but having that faith take on a form and be visiable to your self and to the world. 

There is a story of a nun, who was working for a local home health care agency, was out making her rounds when she ran out of gas. As luck would have it there was a station just down the street. She walked to the station to borrow a can with enough gas to start the car and drive to the station for a fill up. 
       
      The attendant regretfully told her that the only can he owned had just been loaned out, but if she would care to wait he was sure it would be back shortly. 
       
      Since the nun was on the way to see a patient she decided not to wait and walked back to her car. After looking through her car for something to carry to the station to fill with gas, she spotted a bedpan she was taking to the patient. Always resourceful, she carried it to the station, filled it with gasoline, and carried it back to her car. 
       
      As she was pouring the gas into the tank of her car two men walked by. One of them turned to the other and said: "Now that is what I call faith!"


Naaman had to put his trust in God, and through Elisha, he is made right for reasons far better than what Naaman wanted in ritual and clean water. God makes him right for the right reasons. 


Now some people suppose that the place where Naaman is sent to bath in the Jordan is the same place that people will come nearly 850 years later to be baptized by John. Important, since John is held by Jesus to be in the same class of prophet as Elijah and Elisha. The method for healing and being ritualistically clean as described in Leviticus is not all that different from what Elisha prescribes, only Elisha points Naaman to a river that most people would call a dirty place, but if we link this event to baptism, we see the faith being far more important than how clean the water is, or whether the baptism is immersion or anointed, or some of the other differences in the practice that do not change the righteousness and the rightness of what is being done.


For something to be right is not determined by us. The church needs to practice its belief that as many times as we try to get it right we could still be getting it wrong, especially if we are listen to ourselves and our own hearts, and not to God’s Spirit. To do anything else is as if to say that the leading ministers of our church are not capable of making mistakes. The Roman Catholic Church made that error once, and we should be able to learn from such a mis-step.


What would it be, to be healed of every disease, and still have an angry troubled soul? Is the cure even a cure then, or a curse in prolonging the pain? I have known those people, and I very much DO mean more than one, who grow their faith more with their disease and with life’s sufferings, than they ever did without.


When Jesus sent forth the disciples he sent them into a world that would believe and would not believe. Some places received God’s word, and other places turned their back to Christ and to the good news of the kingdom of God. There are some people, calling themselves Christians, who only believe as long as things are going their way. When things get rough, their faith is weakened because their belief is less in God and more in the good things that define their faith.

Believing through the dirty water is about finally being right for the right reasons. Between Naaman bathing in the dirty river, or Jesus using spit to make cakes of mud as he healed the blind man, God does not operate only within our boundaries. And sometimes believing and experiencing your salvation means you have to get dirty, even when you are dressed in you Sunday-best.


God calls us to a faith that welcomes God’s disciples to offer us challenging and life-giving messages that MAY call on us to look at our lives in a different way, to make us right, and bring us through Salvation in Christ into a righteousness that our own understand just cannot achieve on its own. 
Listen, and have the faith so follow God even to the dirty waters of your own healing.
