Sermon: God’s Ordaining Light 

Now is the time to tell you. You are here for a reason, a reason that’s been known for a long time. A reason that was given from God above. A reason that woven in to your very being in love. And in the same way everything that has been made has had, not one purpose but a lifetime’s worth of purpose woven into every aspect of existence; we as stewards of God’s creation have a common calling to reach into the midst of creation and help make those many wondrous purposes sing together in a wondrous chorus of praise for God our creator, our sustainer, our redeemer.


But it is hard to do any work, of any kind, in the dark. And that seems to have been our problem for generations. It is not simply that we were stumbling about in the dark, but we were stumbling around with the illumination of the law in one hand, the guiding light of the gospel in Jesus Christ in the other and the power of the Holy Spirit ready to turn on the ceiling lights and we stumble about in the dark mumbling half awake that we know our own way around here.


But sometimes we have to turn the lights on. Sometimes when the dark get s so dark, the game of finding our own way in life doesn’t feel like a game any more, life feels far too real, and we have to turn on the light in the dark. We have to pray, we have to look for the presence of God in the midst of fear and uncertainty. 


 We need the word of God to show us the way, we need the gospel in Jesus Christ to lift us from our fear and doubt and set our lives back on the path of hope and peace, but we are given one further immeasurable gift that comes to us if we are really going to fulfill our purpose as a creation, and to lead all creation into the full purpose of all existence. When the light of the Holy Spirit shines in the life of the Church, everything makes sense. Even the most senseless acts of cruelty and terror can be turned and changed to spark a renewed sense of love and hope, and when we cannot see it, we can ask God to help us see it, and God will shine in the midst of our lives and make everything clear.


There is the danger of false light, and while we share this mortal coil of life we can become fooled by lights that cast more shadows than offer revelation and clarity. When the apostle John wrote to the church he said: “do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see whether they are from God, because many false prophets have gone out into the world. 2This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God: Every spirit that acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, 3but every spirit that does not acknowledge Jesus is not from God.” {1 John 4:1b-3}


The Holy Spirit, which guides the Church, calls us to look out onto the whole universe with our eyes opened. God’s Holy Spirit empowers human science and innovation, art and expression, insight and design to be a chorus of praise; praising God. We mistake ourselves when we think that God fills the church with the Holy Spirit to make us powerful or strong or vibrant. The Holy Spirit is described by Jesus as ‘The Comforter’. I put a comforter on my bed when I need warmth and a bit of a cushion from the world around me. God’s Holy Spirit Comforts us in our time of trouble and helps us see past the trouble in the full light of God’s new day in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

We mistake the Spirit for other lesser spirits when we shout out, “I have seen the light!” because it is not about if I have seen the light, or you have seen the light, it can only be are ‘WE’ in the light, Do WE see the light? Do WE see in the light?’ Is this the light of my way, our way, or God’s way; because if we are seeing with the light of any way but God’s way then I’d rather close my eyes and go back to groping around I the dark, because any way that is not God’s way in no way that I want to go.


But isn’t it so, and we have a week of proof on this [and it looks like more proof is mounting], that when people get a glimpse of some false light, and they focus on the false way, and they don’t have any way to check that way with anyone else, well I will tell you they stumble trip and fall. And when we fall we fall against each other. A young man so wrapped up in warped ideas about the world, about society, about rights and wrong and his own purpose of being see fit to reasonably argue himself to strap on weapon and go out on an anger driven shooting spree. That’s not the end, and it is a testimony to the hope and peace that overwhelms our dark feelings for vengeance and retribution, that we are confronting that man’s delusional anger with peace. You have seen that there are people surrounding you who would risk injury and even death for you to have health, hope and sense of security, and the freedom to discover your purpose and perhaps help others discover their purpose in the love of God. 


On the holy day of Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit filled the lives of the disciples, and it seemed as though a rush of wind blew through their midst and they were stirred to their very being with a sense of purpose and understanding Luke testifies in the book of Acts, that “what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them” [Acts 2:3]. And in order to understand what was happening I want you to think about tongues of flame in the sense of the first century church. A tongue of flame would be otherwise seen where?  On a torch perhaps, or as a flame on the lip of a lamp perhaps? We miss the point when we look at this even and get all caught up in flames and winds and languages. If we focus our attention on the wrong thing here we miss what God has sent the Holy Spirit to show us. 


I put some images in your bulletin this week to help you with this. It is one that has been used since the 1920s, the first light bulb over the head appearing in a serial issue of Felix the Cat, and heavily appropriated since then by many cartoonists. The common Edison style light bulb had already been around for about forty years at that point. Did you ever think that maybe that idea of having a light go on came from the Bible before it came from the cartoonist’s mind? 


Around the same time that Thomas Edison was perfecting the light bulb a man named Oswald Chambers was challenging the church to rethink itself as it entered the twentieth century. He wrote “If the Holy Ghost is indwelling a man or woman, no matter how sweet, how beautiful, how Christ-like they are, the lasting thought you go away with is—what a wonderful being the Lord Jesus Christ is.” 

Given the cynicism of the world, as you are called by the Holy Spirit to share this truth with people and to see your life and the life of all creation in the midst of God’s love, people might look at you a little differently; maybe they will think you’ve had a bit too much wine, perhaps they will disregard you as another religious nut. And that will perhaps be hard to take, especially if that view is held by someone you love and deeply care for. But the kind of love that the Holy Spirit empowers in the church is not one of fierce judgment – that kind of Holy judgment rests in the power of the returning Christ, who will judge the world with justice – but of discernment and forgiveness. The Holy Spirit moves through the body of the church to illumine our understanding of ourselves, the world and the universe. God empowers science, learning, as well as healing, and compassion all within the grace of being forgiven out of our fallen state.  And with the ‘new idea’ in our hearts and minds, in our very souls that God’s love is not only in each of us, but all around us and in the very fabric of all that exists, we are called to the new discoveries that believes that there can be health after terrible disease, strength after famine, peace after terror and war, even life after death.  

May your life shine with the light of Christ’s love, as the power of the Holy Spirit rests on your souls – whether you experience the Spirit as flickering torch or candle, a bright incandescent bulb, or bright and shining sun – may it be that God’s illumination of your purpose, power and potential will be made clear and give you joy in all you are called to do as a disciple of Christ, in the life of the Church.
The whole point of God’s Holy Spirit residing in the church is not to make people shiver and shake down the isle, or babble and gabber in some eccentric ‘speaking in tongues’, but the Holy Spirit is upon the church to help us realize who Christ really is for us, to help us appreciate our individual salvation yes, but even more to compel us to share that amazing and transforming message that God sent his only son for you, to show the real meaning and power of all that God has ever done, and is doing in your life, God sent Jesus the Christ, His only Son, to die for you that you might be saved from your sins. That God has shone a new and powerful light against the seeming darkness of death, that even in the face of this life’s end we might rejoice and celebrate everlasting life.

The Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper

The Institution of the Lord’s Supper:
This is the joyful feast of the people of God!

They will come from the east and west, and from the north and south, and sit at table in the kingdom of God. 

[Luke 13:29]
We come to this table at Christ’s invitation, given in the grace of the Loving Shepherd who lays down his life for his sheep. The institution of this sacrament belongs to Jesus the Christ, for it is the memorial of Christ’s life, death, and the new life we share in Him.

In the words of the Apostle Paul, we declare this sacrament of our faith to draw from this truth: 

“the Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took bread, 24and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my body which is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 25In the same way also the cup, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” 26For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.”

[1 Corinthians 11:23-26; ref. Luke 22:19-23]
This holy meal is a gift to all who confess with heart, and mind, and soul, the living and eternal Christ Jesus is Lord; who by God’s grace and the Holy Spirit’s power, gives us the understanding to know God in faith. Let us then, offer God our confession of faith as we together declare . . . 

Confession of faith: [NBoP 539; BoP 616]
I believe in God the Father almighty, Maker of heaven and earth:

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, Who was conceived by the Holy Ghost, born of the Virgin Mary, and suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell. The third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and sits on the right hand of God the Father Almighty; from thence He shall come to judge the quick and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Ghost; the Holy Catholic Church; the communion of saints; the forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting. AMEN

Help us understand, that because of Christ Jesus we are made for more than ordinary purposes. Let us be surround by the communion of faith in Christ, as we gather with all who confess faith in Christ and seek His presence in their life.

O Father in Heaven, by your Holy Spirit, let us be drawn together with you because of Jesus, our Saviour and Lord; who was begotten, who was born, who lived and died, and who is risen, and who is coming again.

In Jesus name we pray, Amen
