1Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene went to the tomb and saw that the stone had been removed from the entrance. 2So she came running to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one Jesus loved, and said, “They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we don’t know where they have put him!”
3So Peter and the other disciple started for the tomb. 4Both were running, but the other disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first. 5He bent over and looked in at the strips of linen lying there but did not go in. 6Then Simon Peter, who was behind him, arrived and went into the tomb. He saw the strips of linen lying there, 7as well as the burial cloth that had been around Jesus’ head. 10Then the disciples went back to their homes, 11but Mary stood outside the tomb crying. As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb 12and saw two angels in white, seated where Jesus’ body had been, one at the head and the other at the foot.
13They asked her, “Woman, why are you crying?”
“They have taken my Lord away,” she said, “and I don’t know where they have put him.” 14At this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not realize that it was Jesus.
15“Woman,” he said, “why are you crying? Who is it you are looking for?”
Thinking he was the gardener, she said, “Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have put him, and I will get him.”
16Jesus said to her, “Mary.”
She turned toward him and cried out in Aramaic, “Rabboni!” (which means Teacher).

Sermon: I have seen the Lord!

What would it take to get you to say to everyone you know, “I have seen the Lord!!”


That’s the question put on every Christian. That is the reason the apostle Paul kept writing to the church to encourage and correct it. That is why the gospels were written, and that is why the whole bible itself was put together, bound together, and handed down generation after generation, whether it was handwritten, printed, or put on a tape recorder, a disc or a microchip.


Have you see the Lord?!


The disciples hid in terror. The waiting in confusion, in doubt, and yet still there seems to be some glimmer of hope. The reality that was facing them was that the world was out to get them, one of their own had betrayed them and was now dead, perhaps by his own hand. Soldiers were guarding their master, their teacher, their friend’s tomb. The establishment were resting now in their post-Passover comfort, but what would it take to stir them to capture and convict the rest of the disciples; some who had also followed the Baptist, John.


Our reading today from the gospel according to the apostle John, tells us that Mary went to the tomb. The gospels of Luke Mathew and Mark say that it was Mary Magdalene, the other Mary (James’ mother), and Salome who went to the tomb with spices, incense of some kind, to adorn Jesus tomb. 


It is significant that it is the women who are going to do this by themselves, because they would have to roll the stone away from the tomb, and certainly the soldiers who the Roman governor Pilate set to guard the tomb would not be of any help. It was often given over to women to adorn mortuaries in such ways - with incense and oils – but that they went without their own guard of Jesus friends and followers just shows how very frightened those men were. 

On the way to the tomb, so the gospel of Mark tells us, there was the tremour of an earthquake. If the earth had shook at the time of Jesus crucifixion – as it says in the gospel of Matthew – then this aftershock might not have been unexpected, but the timing was enough to arouse the interest of the women, who picked up their pace and went quickly to the tomb.  

A tomb they found empty and yet so full of hope and possibilities. Isn’t that the place where God takes us in our faith? We go from being filled with nothing but death to having all the death lifted right out of us and then filled with new life. Filled with the resurrection in Christ Jesus, but what is even more is that this is not some chaotic turnover and some violent transformation, but when God comes into our lives and makes all things new, when the Holy Spirit comes in a newness of being and purpose comes in and everything starts to be straightened out. It is as though we were mixed up our whole lives, until that time when we come to our faith in Christ Jesus. Remember, the burial linens were neatly folded. They were not even just tossed up and thrown aside; they were folded and ready for use. They were folded as if they had never been needed for burial clothes, and they had a whole other purpose.

When Christ rose from the dead, the reordering of life and purpose was as real and complete a transformation as the newness of the earth after the great flood, when Noah and the animals came out and put their feet back in the mud. Life, purpose of life, the meaning of life was changed from the bland and unexciting ‘the meaning of life, is to live’ and the transformation of the resurrection took all of creation, the whole universe to the point where the meaning of life is to live in God’s love forever.

That is the difference the resurrection makes. You see, with Christ death forgiveness is possible. Christ died that we might be set free from sin, but that freedom was not enough. For him just to die is not enough. Jesus didn’t just die, he died and was in death, he faced down corruption and he destroyed the power of death, and corruption, and all the foulness of the devil. Jesus did a whole lot more than fold-up his bed cloths, no, he put a whole new order on the universe. And that order was the redeeming, resurrecting power of real Love.

That’s the real loss, when someone passes. When we feel the tug of love being taken out of our lives, that is the real pain we suffer. That is why we do so much for our dead; grave stones, and services, receptions, and simply the process of mourning is trying to find some method of letting go when the love of someone dear to us goes out from us to where we cannot seem to reach it anymore.

But Jesus changes all of that. 

When the women come to the tomb they are coming to confront their sadness and sorrow with the duty of pouring spices and incense over Christ’s body; their way of fending off death and corruption because they could not stop it. But they get there to discover the tomb is open, the soldiers scattered in shock and amazement, and from within the empty tomb – not the sense of death – but the great message of hope is shining so brightly they recognize the angel of God, and they hear the wondrous words, “He is risen!”

And they run off. They run off to tell the others, and Mary runs right to the apostles. Even among the apostles not everyone reacts the same, not everyone gets up and runs to the tomb, but Peter and John go. Were the other too amazed,? Did some of them join the women in spreading the news? Did they bow their heads in prayer and give thanks?

The bible tells us that Peter and John ran, foot-raced to the tomb. And the gospel of John tells us that John outran Peter and got to the tomb first, but there John paused and Peter went into the tomb. There he saw the folded grave cloths where the body laid, and John came in too, he saw and they believed. 

We should recognize how faith needs fellowship. Together, Peter and John believed, they had faith even though they did not fully understand why and how this was all possible. And they took this new faith back to their own homes, so that they could share in it with those they loved most. That also is how the faith in Christ is meant to be shared, not from monuments and graveyards, not from one voice, but from every voice going back to our homes filled with the people who we love, offering them through the love we share the good news that Christ Jesus is risen.

Mary Magdalene comes back to the tomb. She had gone and told the disciples, but now she comes back. Mary is confused, and she is overwhelmed, and the journey of faith can have moments like that for people. They have to come back to the moment of the change that the Holy Spirit makes in their lives, and they come looking for that angelic message again.
Mary came back from the world of doubt, wonder and disbelief to try and find the same hope and faith that sent her running to the others. And there she meets Christ Jesus, even though she does not know it is Him. We come and hear words of comfort, we gather close with our family and our friends and neighbours and we are reminded of the fellowship of this place, but do we know that we are seeing Christ, that we are glimpsing him when we look on each other’s lives with love and compassion, with hope and with faith. 

Mary mistakes Jesus as the gardener because when we don’t see Christ we fall back into our tendency for fear and doubt and worry and anguish, “Where have you taken Him?” she forgets the words of the angels, she forgets the message of hope that was already handed to her, but Christ Jesus gives it right back to her simply by saying her name.

God calls each one of us by name. He calls each one of us by the amazing gifts and abilities that are in everyone of us. He calls us so perfectly that when we hear that calling we not only know who we are, but we see Christ. 

We see Christ in the empty tomb. 

We see Christ Jesus in each other’s lives.

We see the miracles of Christ from new day to new day.

We see Christ in the quiet moments, as we think back over our journey of faith.

We see Christ Jesus in the newness offered in every changing season; every new and shining day.

 And just as Christ Jesus laid down his life for us, so he goes ahead of us in our lives. He goes ahead to prepare the way, to prepare a place for us. He goes ahead into the fellowship in God, that we might have fellowship with God. 

So Mary, in her love, her faith, in her devotion and as a gift, she was first to see the risen Christ. She was first, and from her words, not simply ‘He is Risen!’ or “Why do you seek the living among the dead?’ but beyond the angels words she declares, “I have seen the Lord!” 

May you have the faith to declare as much to the world that needs to see and know its risen Lord, our Saviour, Jesus the Christ. Hallelujah!!

Our celebration of the Lord’s Supper
Jesus came into Jerusalem that he might celebrate the feast of God remembrance of his people, the Passover. But in God’s new covenant he did not pass over us to save us, but dwelt among us. 

We rejoice at the coming of the king, the arrival of the loving Shepherd, the entrance of the paschal [sacrificial] lamb, who came to take away the sin of the world.






They will come from the east and west, and from the north and south, and sit at table in the kingdom of God. 
[Luke 13:29]
Invitation to the Lord’s Table:
The Lord Jesus Christ chose to humbly walk with us. He has come to dwell with us, to be with us in our lives. Through Christ we pray; In faith in Him our lives are healed; and through Him our sins are forgiven. 

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!

Hosanna in the highest!
Jesus gave us the witness of his own words and actions, that we might speak and act, seeking understanding and purpose in God.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!

Hosanna in the highest!
The only begotten Son of God has come, and facing the curse of our He sin conquered death, that we might know the Full measure of God’s love.

The Institution of the Lord’s Supper:
This is the joyful feast of the people of God!

We come to this table at Christ’s invitation, given in the grace of the Loving Shepherd who lays down his life for his sheep. The institution of this sacrament belongs to Jesus the Christ, for it is the memorial of Christ’s life, death, and the new life we share in Him.

In the words of the Apostle Paul, we declare this sacrament of our faith to draw from this truth: 

“the Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took bread, 24and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my body which is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 25In the same way also the cup, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” 26For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.”

Yet the Apostle Paul also gives us this warning:

27Therefore, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the body and blood of the Lord. 28A man ought to examine himself before he eats of the bread and drinks of the cup. 29For anyone who eats and drinks without recognizing the body of the Lord eats and drinks judgment on himself. 
[1 Corinthians 11:23-29]
This holy meal is a gift to all who confess with heart, and mind, and soul, the living and eternal Christ Jesus is Lord; who by God’s grace and the Holy Spirit’s power, gives us the understanding to know God in faith. Let us then, offer God our confession of faith as we together declare . . . 

Confession of faith:
I believe in God the Father almighty, Maker of heaven and earth:

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, Who was conceived by the Holy Ghost, born of the Virgin Mary, and suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell. Help us understand, that in Jesus we must recognize that we are made for more than ordinary purposes. Let feel the support of the communion of faith in the Church, as we are gathered with all who confess faith in Christ and seek His presence in their life.

O Father in Heaven, by your Holy Spirit, let us be drawn together with you because of Jesus, our Saviour and Lord; who was begotten, who was born, who lived and died, and who is risen, and who is coming again.
