The Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper

The Lord’s Supper

 Today we recognize together with the whole of the Church:

The Lord Jesus Christ chose to humbly walk with us. 

He has come to dwell with us, to be with us in our lives. 

Through Christ we pray; In faith in Him our lives are healed; and through Him our sins are forgiven. 

Jesus gave us the witness of his own words and actions, that we might speak and act, seeking understanding and purpose in God.

The only begotten Son of God has come, and facing the curse of our He sin conquered death, that we might know the Full measure of God’s love.

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might; heaven and earth are full of your glory. 

Hosanna in the highest! 

The Institution of the Lord’s Supper:
This is the joyful feast of the people of God! Even though it takes place of the shadow of the cross, we celebrate in the light of the resurrection.

We come to this table at Christ’s invitation, given in the grace of the Loving Shepherd who lays down his life for his sheep. The institution of this sacrament belongs to Jesus the Christ, for it is the memorial of Christ’s life, death, and the new life we share in Him.

In the words of the Apostle Paul, we declare this sacrament of our faith to draw from this truth: 

“the Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took bread, 24and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my body which is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 25In the same way also the cup, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” 26For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.”

Yet the Apostle Paul also gives us this warning:

He says,

27Therefore, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the body and blood of the Lord. 28A man ought to examine himself before he eats of the bread and drinks of the cup. 29For anyone who eats and drinks without recognizing the body of the Lord eats and drinks judgment on himself. 
[1 Corinthians 11:23-29]
This holy meal is a gift to all who confess with heart, and mind, and soul, the living and eternal Christ Jesus is Lord; who by God’s grace and the Holy Spirit’s power, gives us the understanding to know God in faith. Let us then, offer God our confession of faith as we together declare . . . 

Confession of faith: [BoP 619; ref NBoP 539]
I believe in God the Father almighty, Maker of heaven and earth:

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, Who was conceived by the Holy Ghost, born of the Virgin Mary, and suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell. The third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and sits on the right hand of God the Father Almighty; from thence He shall come to judge the quick and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Ghost; the Holy Catholic Church; the communion of saints; the forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting. AMEN
Communion prayer:
Lord God of all mercy, we bring all of who we are, our very souls hear your call and we are humbled by your grace present here in all its signs. Our spirits are in need of the cleansing that can only come through Christ. May we truly enter into freedom in this time.

Hear our cry for mercy, for in looking for you we lift our eyes to the cross and see the cost of our salvation. Know our cry for peace as we lower our eyes in shame.

Lord, hear our prayer and draw us together in peace.

O Lord, this is your table, and we come seeking your presence; let nothing separate the Lord God and His people. 

Lift the gifts of your Holy Spirit - humility, goodness, kindness, self control, knowledge, perseverance, and most of all love  - as signs to the world of our faith; as we seek to be more like Christ.

Lord, this bread is made from the grain that you caused to grow and this cup is filled with the fruitfulness of the vine you have sustained. You brought them to this table and now, O Lord, we pray that by your blessing this bread and cup will be renewed as a blessing in their use in the special purpose you have for us in this sacrament.

Help us understand, that in Jesus we must finally see that we are made for more than ordinary purposes. 

Let feel the support of the communion of faith in the Church, as we are gathered with all who confess faith in Christ and seek His presence in their life.

O Father in Heaven, by your Holy Spirit, let us be drawn together with you because of Jesus, our Saviour and Lord; who was begotten, who was born, who lived and died, and who is risen, and who is coming again.

In Jesus name we pray, Amen

The Holy Communion of the Lord’s Supper
This is the first table of thanksgiving, and yet this is also a memorial feast. We are gathered by God to this table with the whole Church. We are gathered with all who proclaim Christ, name Him Lord, and in communion with all who rejoice before God in glory. 

In accordance with the teaching and direction of the good news in Jesus Christ, we do this:

The Lord Jesus - on the night he was betrayed - took bread, and after giving thanks to God, he broke it and said: “Take, eat, this is my body that is broken for you. This, you do, in remembrance of me.”

Bread distributed to all
When we break the bread it is the sharing in the body of Christ 






1 Corinthians 10:16
We eat the bread together
In the same way also Jesus took the cup, After they had sup, and said: “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Whenever you drink it, do so in remembrance of me”

The cup is shared
In remembrance, let us share the cup of the new covenant.

We drink the cup together
This bread and this cup are a proclamation; by them we declare the power and purpose of the Lord’s death until he comes. 

Prayer of Thanksgiving
Loving God, thank you for the assurance of this sacrament of faith, and all the blessings we have received in Jesus Christ, our Lord. We rejoice that we are renewed in our spiritual bond to the whole of your Church through Christ’s sacrifice, here recalled. 

Be present Lord as we hear your words given in grace and offered in hope as we move from this sacrament to shared devotion on your Holy Word. Speak to us Lord, and by your Spirit’s grace may we be given new words.

O God, give us the grace to carry Christ’s words into the world in the way we live our faith, as we are lifted up in all manner of being, because of Christ, through the Holy Spirit in your love:

Jesus, Lamb of God, have mercy on us

Jesus, bearer of our sins, have mercy on us

Jesus, redeemer of the world, grant us your peace.

Sermon: To the table

Next year will be the 160th anniversary of our communion hymn, written and first publicly sung in October of 1855 [republished later that year] by Horatius Bonar. Horatius Bonar is known to have written close to six hundred hymns, of which one hundred and fifty are still in common use throughout the church today. These include: ‘Glory be to God the Father’, ‘I heard the voice of Jesus say’ & ‘Rejoice and be glad’. 

So many of Horatius Bonar’s hymns declare that life is incomplete without God, and the that we sang to draw us to the Lord’s table and to call us to rise from it, for as we rise and sing verse four it ends with this phrase ‘but Thou art here, nearer than ever still my shield and sun.’ 


What is your spirit feeling as you rise from this table of communion today? Do you feel that fulfilled longing for God presence in your life? Have you - in touching and tasting - handled the unseen truths of our faith that are beyond the elements yet are the real and true perception that is found in the love we share at this banquet table? Are you drawn back to the table, even as you rise from it?


Christians of all eras of our faith have been drawn to table. The apostle Paul talks about it with special emphasis in his letter to the church in Corinth; and I am sure that had an important influence on the Gospel writer Luke who went on to write with some much emphasis and importance that events that were formed into this sacrament of Christ.


Speaking religiously, to have a highly sacred event that does not require a temple, or a shrine or even cairn of stones or some sort of alter, meant that Christians could be highly ritualistic without having a single place for practice of those rituals. Christianity is a portable, ‘missionable’, faith. All you need to have celebrate is a cup filled with some sort of wine or juice, and bread, and even when you do not have a table, part of the belief is that in the sacrament we are gathered at Christ’s table; that table which the psalmist says is set before us in the ‘midst of our enemies’; it was very important that the phrase describing the sacrament begins with, on the night Jesus was betrayed. 


And this meal has taken on many forms. From traditional unleavened Passover bread [mazot or similar] to low loves, to risen loaves announcing that we celebrate in the wake of the risen Christ, and now many churches have bread that might be gluten-free. Christians use and have used common cup, family cups, and individual cups; wine with alcohol and juice without alcoholic contents. All are correct, in that they point to the same feast that Jesus shared and also to the actions of Christ giving up his life for the sake of our souls.


In our fellowship, in our desire to have a common table together, and to share it with joy, but when we speak of this meal as a feast – well, if I asked you all over for a thanksgiving lunch today and handed you each a piece of bread and juice box I think you might get what I am trying to say, but if I was to offer this same meal to our friends and our neighbours who have never gone to church, who do not know the gospel, who have never really witnessed Christians gathering and celebrating this sacrament beyond something they might see in passing as a part of some show or movie, and I offered them that piece of bread and juice as a thanksgiving dinner; well I think I am safe to assume they might be looking for something more. 

Is the meal of roasted turkey or the dessert of that special slice of pie, that really draws us to our Thanksgiving tables? What are we really craving?

Even if it is just one other person, I hope you are looking forward to the fellowship of your own table. It is a reflection of the fellowship of this table. Even when we do not break this bread and drink this cup together, breaking bread with those you love and cherish and refreshing ourselves with the cups offered to us in life, should remind us of the symbols of this feast of faith we have shared.

This bread, such a perfect representation of a body, formed from the dust of wheat and meal into flour, mixed with water and salt and then given that leaven and warmed into a risen form, and crafted in that form by the intense fire of old life passing away yet all inspired by the very light of heaven. Bread is a beautiful and apt representation of the body, and for us the represent Christ’s body, made and yet broken for us.

And just as Christ was broken for our sakes, so we are broken for each other’s sakes. Horatius Bonar must have had some sense of this as he wrote the hymn. One of his own son-law’s died in the midst of mission, in France; as evangelical churches served throughout a country rife with corruption and terrible poverty. When we go to where we are needed, and we struggle in difficult situations, when we share the love of Christ and our journey and life of faith to the point where we are inconvenienced, and put-out, it is then that we really embody what we are celebrating at this table.

What then of the cup? Jesus calls it the ‘cup of the new covenant’, and when we have a celebration or even a commemoration we raise a glass to toast and acknowledge events, share hopes, declare intentions, and to celebrate an event or simply a person.

Think of the last wedding you attended and the feast which followed. Depending on the formality of the event there can be anywhere from no public addresses and toasts to endless seeming stream of them– the most formal speeches and toasts I have ever experienced was ten.
 


The cup we share as Christians, is more than simply a promise or a declaration of hopes and dreams, the cup celebrates a new covenant that is made. It is like the wedding cup, for the celebration of marriage is one of those events where we publicly make promises, and private and publicly keep them. Yet this cup is the promise of salvation while reminding us that forgiveness means that the cost of that salvation must come through something, someone, being given before us.


Jesus, week-by-week we have fellowship and we share worship, but what we have here and what we have at our own tables in our homes can quickly fall into the kind of reckless idolatry and selfish indulgence unless we deeply acknowledge that what we have, and what we are thankful for, and who we are thankful with, these are all signs of God’s love for us. God’s love that has been there since we walked in the garden with God and by sin walked away from God in our disobedience; God’s love which was poured out for many for the remission of sins, yet is overlooked in the same way a officiant at a wedding is often overlooked. 


And like the children of Israel were ashamed of their sin as they danced is sin and idolatry beneath the mountain of God in the freedom of God’s salvation, as we rejoice and celebrate what we have – not to bring down your own and your family celebrations of thanksgiving this week or at any time – but today thee are Christians who are on the run for their lives in ISIS controlled regions of Syria, Iraq and Turkey; our brothers and sisters in Christ might only be having little more than bread and bit of water in jail cells throughout Korea, some African states, or anywhere where in speaking the gospel Christians persecuted; other still, in the prison that is poverty have little on their tables to share, and children who share the same faith you have will go to bed tonight with aching bellies not because they are full but because they are once again empty; and in Ebola ridden countries where families cannot gather at one table or venture from their homes because they fear of catching or spreading this terrible disease. I say these things, not to bring you down, by no means – but let our celebrations always be filled with humility and love, of concern for the world which are given to care for.  


We come to the table, I hope you will be thankful, perhaps more thankful than you were before, about the meaning of this table we have just shared. Just as when we come to our thanksgiving tables with our families and friends, this table especially is not about what we get out of it, but of what we share at it. Just as with worship, week-by-week, it is not what we can take away, but we bring and share that makes this worship of God an event of love in God, as God people.
