Sermon  Saved From?
When the church talks about salvation we spend a lot of time talking about who will be saved. I think That is what comes to mind for most. 

“Will I be saved? I got some pretty awful sins in my past, does God really want to save me?”

And the answer is “Yes” Whew! That was a short sermon.

For most of us, the real question is satisfied, Am I to be saved. Yes, salvation is mine, by God’s grace; We end with an ‘Amen” or a “Hallelujah!’ and then we can all get back to our week.

And that is where I want to start today, because that – I think – is where we need to have a really good look, because the world outside the church has become very frustrated with a church that makes the point that salvation is a saving from them. A certain, short-sited reading of the apostle Paul, ‘don’t of the world though you are in the world for a season’, is a very limited view – to the point of being a wrong perspective on salvation.


Today’s reading from the psalm takes us back to a richer and fuller understanding of salvation, a whole salvation of God. In Psalm 91, God’s salvation begins and is experience by God’s existence. Last time we gathered here we looked at psalm 14 and we asked the question “Is there anything more foolish than denying God’s existence?” And a real part of the foolishness is that to deny God is to put aside the assurance of God love and protection, which cannot be earned, bought or provoked; yet it is the impenetrable structure, our mighty fortress as we sing in the great reformers’ hymn.


Salvation begins in God’s protection. God takes us in from a world of destruction, and does not leave us flapping around in the storm. And that also means that God’s salvation is not isolating. God brings us into salvation, draws us into salvation in the midst of others not in the exclusion of others. Some Christians act as though the salvation they received is particular to only them; that God’s salvation is extra special – just for them – and that they have a particularly special part of God’s grace. And we need to question any salvation that promises that kind of exclusiveness, because what God’s word tells us is that while salvation is a special gift given to each person, for they are special in God’s eyes, it is meant to draw us into fellowship, into unity. Any message of salvation that says you can be saved, now stay at home plugged into your TV, radio, or internet is only telling you half the message. 


There is a line that really helps with this image, and this understanding. In verse ten that psalmist uses the term tent; that , “no disaster will fall upon your tent.” Why tent? Why not person? Why not speak about the individual soul? Because what is being talked about is those within your – not just your family – but your household. 

Salvation is in God, salvation is for all of us, and all of us together in the midst of fellowship as a household of God; in faith through Christ.

But what are we really being saved from.

The first two mentioned by the psalm are the fowler’s snare and the deadly pestilence. 

Are there any traps in your life; are there parts of your life that you feels trapped. I know people who feel trapped in their job. They have gotten to a point where they run through the routines, they ‘get the job done’ but they are there because they feel they have nowhere else they can go, that if they leave that job, or upset their boss, they will lose their job and then they will lose their home, their car, maybe even their family. So they are trapped. 

What do you mean? God can save me from a dead-end job? Yes, and this might not mean a change in employment, but let’s get to the second item in the phrase that we are saved from; the ‘deadly pestilence.’

There is a lot of deadly pestilence out there. The back-to-school cold and flu season is in full strength, we are enjoying it in our household as I am sure you have your share of it in yours. But there are diseases and conditions that truly do terrify us. Cancer has grown to plague our society in epidemic proportions, and other diseases we once believed would be exterminated by modern vaccines are showing a resilience never anticipated. And the worry about getting sick with on of these deadly pestilences can be crippling. And the fear can make us stop living before we ever get close to dying. 

One of the great moments in salvation is the end to fear. We can still be in the same job, we can still be terribly ill, but God salvation gets past everything and begins by taking away our fears, and our worries, and our doubts. 

We need not fear. 

What are you afraid of? Death? God is waiting for you there, and Christ Jesus is the proof. Life? God is there too. Exhaustion? God will give you rest. Becoming lost? God is with you, before you and waiting for you at your destination, because there is nowhere in existence you can go to run away from God.

 Do we fear the unseen monsters in our closets? Not the big blue hairy kind that the children laugh about, but the skeletons of past sins & mistakes, the disasters that can creep up on us when we are least suspecting. Do we stand on guard against disaster? 

I prefer the stance that tells us to keep? Jesus tells us, in the parable found in the gospel of Matthew - chapter twenty-five – to be prepared and wait as those ready to welcome the bridegroom to the wedding and feast. 

I do not fear the day of the Lord’s coming, none of us should be in terror the day, for that will be a day of great joy for all who are saved. 

We are saved. We are saved from fear, and even the fear of fear but the very fearsome love of God. That is an awesome perspective.

God’s salvation allows us to really see what is going on in life. We are able to observe the sorrow of those who are not in God’s salvation, and not so we can stand off an gloat but with confidence in our own salvation reach forth with God’s word and share the grace we have been given, like a light in their dark place.

Hear the promise that comes in the psalmist song of praise: That God will be your dwelling place and that God will direct angels concerning you, to guard you in all your ways. 

Are you living out your life and your faith as through you were guarded by angels?

I like this image because we have moved from being on guard ourselves to having a detachment of angels on guard before we ever raise a lamp to look out into the dark night. We would be awed, if we could see what God has done to surround us in blessings and offer assurance of our salvation. 

It is amazing that God not only offers us grace, but then offers so much in proof and protection as we grow to understand just how very real this salvation is. I believe that we will feel ashamed of how little we have done with the saving grace of God, but I do not fear even that moment of shame, for I know that even more than even my shame, God loves me. 

We can speak about salvation; is it for you? For me?    

 As we rejoice in our salvation, as our joy increases in God’s limitless love, may we pray that in the life God gives us, not only in this day but the eternal day, that we may grow to know our salvation; to see and celebrate God’s saving grace, for even from the midst of sorrow and suffering we are saved, from fear and death we have been lifted, from pestilence and destruction we are restored.
