Sunday November 29th - First Sunday in Advent

Sunday December 13th  - Third Sunday in Advent

We will come together to Worship with a regular church service at 11:00 AM with the lighting of the Fourth Advent Candle. 

Monday December 21st  -  The Longest Night of the Year/Blue Christmas service 


A special service of reflection and healing. For many, Christmas is not a time for celebration, it can be a lonely time filled with sorrow and despair. Please join us online for a Blue Christmas service of healing.

Thursday December 24th  - Christmas Eve Services
